Students focus on performing stage combat that is both safe and dramatically effective. The course offers a 
physical vocabulary in one or more techniques: unarmed, single sword, rapier and dagger, broadsword, 
quarterstaff, or knife. At the discretion of the instructor, students can qualify for Skills Proficiency Testing with 
the Society of American Fight Directors on the last day of class. This course may be taken more than once, as 
different weapon proficiencies are featured, cyclically. Elective. Offered twice annually in fall and summer 
terms.
