Students in this performance-based class investigate the internal logic of the clown mind and the clown's
external physical characteristics. Students engage in exercises, improvisations, drills, and scene work to
explore these concepts. Clown history, make-up, a brief overview of Mask, the art of physical comedy, and
intellectual and physical exploration of "What is Funny" will be covered. A willingness to publicly make a fool
out of oneself while supporting others in that artistic risk is mandatory. Elective. Generally offered alternate
summers.
