ED 384: STUDENT TEACHING: SECONDARY ED (O)

A 12-week classroom placement requires full classroom teacher responsibility for a minimum of five
consecutive weeks and accumulates a minimum of 150 clock hours of direct instruction within the grade level
range of the endorsement area sought. Students receive mentored practice in ethical issues, accepted
standards of professional behavior, planning, instruction, and assessing student learning. Student teachers
may not work, take courses, or participate in varsity sports. Application must be made the semester prior to
student teaching Please see the Requirements for Approval to Student Teach in the Course Catalog.

NOTE: Must be fully accepted into the Teacher Education Program and meet CAEP requirements in order to
register for this course.
