ED 650: STUDENT TEACHING- ESL

A (minimum) 12-week classroom placement requires full classroom teacher responsibility for a minimum of
five consecutive weeks, and accumulates a minimum of 150 clock hours of direct instruction within the
endorsement area sought. Students receive mentored practice in planning, instructing and assessing student
learning, as well as the ethical issues and accepted standards of professional behavior. The field experience
will address assessment, evaluation, differentiated instruction, best practices, and technology to promote
PK-12 student learning within the scope and sequence of the general curriculum while addressing
individualized needs of the ESL students.
